Abstract

Widlocher (1971) considered drawing as a type of human expression. So,
like any other form of expression, it reveals its richness only to the one
who knows how to adopt a naive and cautious attitude. It is necessary to
take the drawing first as an image, but we must to consider this image
as a complex mode of writing that could be understood only by a
rigorous analysis that will unveil its extension. So, we need to take into
consideration its specific characteristics (colors, shapes, objects ...) that
constitute the representation of the child, and uncover its consciousness.
In regard to the symbolic interpretation, the drawing leads us to the
heart of the problem of the symbolic function, and could reveal the
unconscious world.
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
